The assessment of the papers will be based on the following criteria:

1) Correspondence with the topics of the Symposium

Level of adherence of the paper’s content to the topics of the Symposium.

2) Originality

Innovative character of the paper and its advanced allocation in the specific research field.

3) Structure of the paper

The overall structure is well organised and there is clarity and readability. 

The paper is written according to the prepared and offered to the participants template on the Symposium site.
4) Methodology 
Paper’s ability to develop the subject and to reach the expected goal through demonstrations that use an appropriate set of tools and technical-scientific methods, coherently with the investigated subject.

5) Results and conclusions
Results/products obtained through the paper as a result of the research path. Their evaluation should consider the scientific relevance in the field and the possible impact of their practical use.

6) References 
Degree of in-depth examination of the topic, put in evidence by appropriate references to the most qualified and recent literature on the subject.
References adequate to the topic and cited according to Harvard style.
References should be written only in English.
The referee shall assign a score ranging from 0 to 10 for each of the evaluated criteria.

Where appropriate, remarks and/or suggested modifications shall be included.
